•Outlook period of June 2021 through September 2021

•The recent La Nina has turned neutral with above normal temperatures and 
below average precipitation forecasted through June. 

•Strong surface heating, minimal precipitation, large-scale drought, and low 
both live and dead fuel moisture points to an above normal significant fire 
potential.

•Monsoonal predications are difficult at this time. Some indications show an 
average monsoon starting in mid July. Others indicate a concern for lingering 
hot and dry conditions as the summer moves on.
