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SOG-Ops 204
In accordance with manufacturer’s recommendations

Purpose:
The purpose of this Standard Operating Guideline (SOG) is to establish a policy by which all Operations personnel of the Gallup Fire Department (GFD) shall conduct and record Positive Pressure Ventilation (PPV) Fan/Smoke Ejector inspection each tour of duty. 

Responsibilities: 
All personnel assigned to Operations are required to familiarize themselves and comply with the contents of this SOG.

It shall be the responsibility of the Officer-in-Charge (OIC) to ensure compliance with this SOG. It shall be the responsibility of the driver/operator to complete, generate and record an inspection of the PPV unit (either gas powered/electric powered/smoke ejector) each tour of duty. Such a record will be kept by Emergency Reporting System (ERS) daily log and submitted each first day of the tour of duty and shall include at a minimum: Date inspected, fluid levels, whether or not the unit operated to proper standards, any damage or discrepancies that may be noted during inspection and all personnel that performed the inspection.  If any discrepancies are found they are to be forwarded to the Lieutenant (Lt) or OIC at the completion of the inspection. The Lt or OIC will then ensure that any discrepancies are reported via Maintenance Request in the ERS.

Safety Considerations:
· Wear eye protection.
· Wear hearing protection.
· Use proper lifting techniques when moving fan(s).
· Watch hands and fingers around fan blades.

Inspection Procedures:

Honda PPV Fans: 
1. Remove the unit from the compartment and inspect for any visual damage that may have occurred during use or transport. 
2. Check all fluid levels: this includes gas and oil. 
3. Check to ensure spark plug and all levers are in the correct position and within working conditions.
4. Ensure that the power switch is moved to the “ON” position, and then move the fuel lever to the “ON” position. 
5. Move the choke lever to the “CHOKE” position and then move the throttle lever completely to the right. 
6. Grab the pull lever, ensure that you have a good grip, and pull the start lever hard; repeat until the unit starts.
· If needed move the choke lever towards the right if the unit does not start. 
7. Once the unit has started and is running, take the “CHOKE” completely off and move the throttle lever to the left for optimal speed of fan
· Ensure that the fuel lever remains “ON”
8. Ensure that the unit is running properly and no damage is occurring during the operation; adjust the angle of the fan with the levers at the base of the unit.  
9. Turn the unit power lever to “OFF” and ensure that the unit has completely stopped then return all levers to original positions, once the units engine has cooled return to the unit to the proper compartment and record findings in daily ERS log.

Electronic PPV Fan: 
1. Remove the unit from the compartment and inspect for any visual damage that may have occurred during use or transport.   Visually inspect the power cord for any discrepancies. 
2. Ensure that the unit is in the “OFF” position, and then plug the unit into an electrical outlet. 
3. Use the throttle dial to either speed the fan up or slow it down. 
4. Turn the unit power dial to “OFF” and unplug the unit, ensure the unit has completely stopped and return it to appropriate compartment. Record all findings in daily ERS log. 

Smoke Ejector:
* SAME AS GAS POWERED PPV FAN *
