STANDARD OPERATING GUIDELINE – OPERATIONS (SOG-Ops)
11/12/2015
SCOTT SELF-CONTAINED BREATHING APPARATUS (SCBA)
SOG-Ops 205
In accordance with NFPA 1981-2013 and manufacturer’s instructions
Purpose:
This purpose of this Standard Operating Guideline (SOG) is to provide guidelines for the inspection and maintenance of SCOTT SCBA used by the Gallup Fire Department (GFD). It will provide a reasonable degree of assurance that an in-service SCBA will function properly and require that any SCBA’s that do not function properly will be removed from service and repaired.

Responsibilities:
A. The SCBA Officer in Charge (OIC) or designee shall be responsible for the management and oversight of the SCBA inspection and information.
B. All GFD personnel shall be responsible for knowing how to use and care for the SCBA’s assigned to the apparatus.
C. GFD personnel assigned to a unit shall be responsible for maintaining the SCBA daily check sheets on that unit.
D. [bookmark: _GoBack]GFD personnel assigned to a unit shall “sign-in” to an SCBA using their card every morning
E. It is the duty of each individual to promptly report and correct any deficiencies found with any piece of SCBA equipment. If the equipment cannot immediately be repaired, the equipment shall be taken out of service and reported to the OIC. The OIC shall then update the Maintenance Request in the Emergency Reporting System (ERS) and forward all information to the SCBA OIC or designee.

Inspection Procedures: 
SCBA equipment on in-service units shall be inspected daily and or after every use to determine its readiness for use and to discover and repair any damage or excessive wear sustained by the equipment. SCBA equipment on out-of-service units shall be inspected at least weekly. This shall include but not be limited to:

Cylinder:
A. Cylinders should be cleaned with soap and water. 
B. Visually inspect breathing air cylinder and valve assembly for physical damage such as dents or gouges in metal or in composite wrapping. 
a. Cylinders which show physical damage or exposure to high heat or flame, such as paint turned brown or black, decals charred or missing, pressure gauge lens melted or elastomeric bumper distorted, and cylinders which show evidence of exposure to chemicals such as discoloration, cracks in the cylinder or the composite wrapping, peeling of the outer layers of the composite wrapping and/or bulging of the cylinder wall, shall be removed from service and emptied of compressed air. 
C. Check for damage of the cylinder valve hand wheel and the threads on the cylinder valve outlet.
D. Check the relief valve (burst disc) for damage or dirt.
E. Check the cylinder pressure gauge for “FULL” indication. 
F. Cylinders lower than 4000 PSI or below full mark shall be filled and placed back in service unless otherwise noted.
G. Check to make sure the hydrostatic test is up to date.

Harness:
A. The heads-up display (HUD) provides a visual monitor of the air supply in the cylinder and valve assembly. The display is fitted to the face piece mounted regulator and appears across the bottom of the user's field of view through the face piece. The HUD consists of four rectangular lights to represent the cylinder pressure at FU LL, THREE-QUARTERS, ONE-HALF, and ONE-QUARTER. A fifth round red light indicates LOW BATTERY.
B. Inspect the operation of the locking sleeve on the female quick disconnect
C. Inspect the condition of the male quick disconnect for signs of wear. Particularly look for wear on the locking ridge. 
D. Check that the remote pressure gauge is operating properly and that it reads within 10% of the value on the cylinder pressure gauge.
E. Inspect harness webbing for cuts, tears, abrasion, fraying or indication of heat of chemical damage.
F. Check all buckles and fasteners for proper operation.
G. Check the cylinder retention system for damage and for proper operation.
H. Check the o-ring for cracks, dryness and bitterness and that it is in good working order.
I. Check that all harness anchors are present and operating properly.
J. Check that the breathing regulator purge valve (red knob on regulator) is in full working order closes and opens properly.
K. Check that the saver/donning switch on the top center of the regulator is in working order.
L. Anytime an SCBA has been used in a contaminated atmosphere, the unit shall be completely decontaminated prior to being returned to service.
M. Check to make sure the Personal Alert Safety System (PASS) device works both with manual activation and with immobilization of the unit for at least thirty (30) seconds. 



Monthly Inspection:
A. Each piece of SCBA equipment assigned to an apparatus shall be inspected monthly by SCBA OIC or designee.
B. The inspection shall be made to ensure that the SCBA is fully charged, clean, free of damage, and fully operational.
C. Cleaning and refilling of cylinders may be done by any member who has been trained in the use of the cascade systems.
D. Any unit showing damage or that does not function properly shall be removed from service and tagged with a description of the defect. The defects shall be forwarded to SCBA OIC or designee and a Maintenance Request submitted in the ERS.
E. All SCBA logs/sheets will be placed in SCBA binder that will be updated and maintained by the SCBA OIC or designee.

Annual Inspection:
All SCBA’s shall be inspected and serviced every twelve months by an authorized repair facility chosen by the Authority Having Jurisdiction (AHJ) in accordance with NFPA 1981-2013.

Records:
 The SCBA OIC or designee shall ensure that the following records are kept:
A. A complete inventory of all SCBA units, cylinders, spares parts and related equipment, hydrostatic test dates and the inspection history. 
B. The records shall include inventory and serial numbers, date of purchase, vendor, manufacturer and performance tests.
C. Individual records shall be kept for each cylinder. The records shall include inventory or serial numbers, date of purchase, vendor and manufacturer.
D. Individual maintenance and repair records shall be kept for each SCBA unit.
E. The SCBA OIC or designee shall also keep a permanent file of all SCBA information.
