STANDARD OPERATING GUIDELINE – OPERATIONS (SOG-Ops)

AUTOMOBILE FIRE
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Purpose:
To establish safe working guidelines in the event of an automobile fire.

PPE:
Full Bunker Gear; Self Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA); forcible entry tools as needed.

Safety Considerations:
· Energy Absorbing Bumpers
· Combustible Metals
· Batteries--Explosion hazard due to presence of hydrogen vapors
· Trunk/Rear Hatch/Engine Hoods: springs, gas cylinders, extending arms, etc.
· Vehicle Stability
· Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG)/Liquefied Petroleum Gas (LPG)/Electric

Initial Response:
Per GFD SOG-Ops 101 Initial Emergency Response Assignments

Operations:
· Establish Incident Command System (ICS)
· Size-up
· Apparatus should be placed upwind and uphill
· Consideration must be given to using the apparatus as a barrier to shield the incident scene from traffic hazards
· Incident Priorities
· Life Safety
· Incident Stabilization
· Property Conservation
· If rescue needed apply water to protect patient(s) egress
· Water supply should be established as-soon-as-possible if tank water will be insufficient
· Minimum 1 ¾” attack line; 1” line is NOT sufficient
· Consider second line for back up
· Approach vehicle from angles to avoid possibility of injury from bumpers
· Apply water to area of fuel tanks first if impinged by fire
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
