STANDARD OPERATING GUIDELINE – OPERATIONS (SOG-Ops)
11/12/2015
BOMB THREAT/EXPLOSIVES
SOG-Ops 113
Purpose:
To establish safe working guidelines in the event of a bomb threat or when dealing with explosives or suspected explosives.

PPE:
Full Bunker Gear; Self Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA) during operations; may dress down per Incident Commander (IC) direction during other phases.

Safety Considerations:
· Life Safety
· Secondary devices
· Partial/Full evacuations if safe to do so
· Shelter in place
· Isolation distances based on “DHS Bomb Threat Stand-Off Chart”
· Chart is located in Emergency Reporting System Library
· At no time are members of the Gallup Fire Department (GFD) to become involved in the search for, or the removal of, explosives or explosive devices
· Unified Command should be considered as these types of incidents are primarily a Law Enforcement incident

Initial Response:
Per GFD SOG-Ops 101 Initial Emergency Response Assignments

Bomb Threat/Suspicious Package:
1. Upon being dispatched to a bomb threat the responding units shall proceed to the location non code and with limited radio traffic.  The responding units shall report “en route” and “on scene” only with any further communication done verbally without the use of radios or cellular phones.
2. Incident Command will be established and the IC shall select a standby position at least one block from the suspect building or location, preferably uphill/upwind and with an unobstructed view of the scene.
3. The IC shall make contact with the Law Enforcement Officer (LEO) in charge and advise him/her of where the units intend to stage and request any further information or developments be relayed to the IC. (Threat is over, etc.)

[bookmark: _GoBack]Explosives at Stations:
1. If an explosive device is brought to the fire station by a civilian(s) or found at the fire station the device or explosive(s) is to remain outside in the location it was found and access will be denied to that area. 
2. The Shift Officer, Metro Dispatch, Gallup Police Department and New Mexico State Police will be immediately notified.
3. A bomb threat assignment shall be dispatched and an appropriate isolation zone as per the “DHS Bomb Threat Stand-Off Chart” will be established. The incident shall then follow the aforementioned procedures.
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
