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LABOR ENFORCEMENT FUND 

(STRICTLY ENFORCED) 

13-4-13.1 Public works contracts; registration of contractors and subcontractors.  

 

A.  Except as otherwise provided in this subsection, in order to submit a bid valued at more than sixty 

thousand dollars ($60,000) in order to respond to a request for proposals or to be considered for award of 

any portion of a public works project greater than sixty thousand dollars ($60,000) for a public works 

project that is subject to the Public Works Minimum Wage Act [13-4-10 NMSA 1978], the contractor, serving 

as a prime contractor or not, shall be registered with the labor and industrial division of the labor department. 

Bidding documents issued or released by a state agency or political subdivision of the state shall include a clear 

notification that each contractor, prime contractor or subcontractor is required to be registered pursuant to 

this subsection. The provisions of this section do not apply to vocational classes in public schools or public 

postsecondary educational institutions. 

B.  The state or any political subdivision of the state shall not accept a bid on a public works project subject to the 

Public Works Minimum Wage Act from a prime contractor that does not provide proof or required registration 

for itself. 

C.  Contractors and subcontractors may register with the division on a form provided by the division and in 

accordance with labor department rules. The division shall charge an annual registration fee of two hundred 

dollars ($200). The division shall issue to the applicant a certificate of registration within fifteen days after 

receiving from the applicant the completed registration form and the registration fee. 

D. Registration fees collected by the division shall be deposited in the labor enforcement fund. 

 

13-4-14.1 Labor enforcement fund; creation; use. 

 

The "labor enforcement fund" is created in the state treasury. The fund shall consist of contractor and subcontractor 

registration fees collected by the labor and industrial division of the labor department and all investment and interest 

income from the fund. The fund shall be administered by the division and money in the fund is appropriated 

to the division for administration and enforcement of the Public Works Minimum Wage Act [13-4-10 NMSA 1978]. 

Money in the fund shall not revert to the general fund at the end 

of a fiscal year. 

 

13-4-14.2 Registration cancellation, revocation, suspension; injunctive relief. 

 

The director of the labor and industrial division of the labor department may: 

A.  cancel, revoke or suspend with conditions, including probation, the registration of any party required to be 

registered pursuant to the Public Works Minimum Wage Act [13-4-10 NMSA 1978] for fai lure to 

comply with the registration provisio ns or  for good cause, subject to appeal pursuant to Section 13-

4-15 NMSA 1978; and 

B. seek injunctive relief in district court for failure to comply with the registration provisions of the Public Works 

Minimum Wage Act.

ADJUSTMENT BUT IN NO CASE SHALL CONTRACTOR BE ENTITLED TO DAMAGES FOR DELAY. 

 

THE VALUE OF ANY WORK COVERED BY A CHANGE ORDER OR FOR ANY CLAIM OF INCREASE OR 

DECREASE IN CONTRACT PRICE SHALL BE DETERMINED IN ONE OF THE FOLLOWING WAYS: 

1. BY UNIT PRICES CONTAINED IN THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS; OR 

2. MUTUAL ACCEPTANCE OF LUMP SUM OR UNIT PRICES  

3. THE ACTUAL COST OF: (1) LABOR, INCLUDING FOREMEN (2) MATERIALS ENTERING 

PERMANENTLY INTO THE WORK (3) THE OWNERSHIP OR RENTAL COST OF CONSTRUCTION 

PLANT AND EQUIPMENT DURING THE TIME OF USE ON THE EXTRA WORK (4) POWER AND 

CONSUMABLE SUPPLIES FOR THE OPERATION OF POWER EQUIPMENT 

    

TO THE COST UNDER (3) THERE SHALL BE ADDED A FIXED FEE TO BE AGREED UPON BUT NOT TO 

EXCEED TEN PERCENT (10%) UNLESS STATED OTHERWISE IN THE BID PROPOSAL, OF THE ACTUAL 

COST OF THE WORK.  THE FEE SHALL BE COMPENSATION TO COVER THE COST OF SUPERVISION, 

OVERHEAD, BOND, PROFIT AND ANY OTHER GENERAL EXPENSES.  TO THE CHARGE FOR EXTRA 

WORK UNDER (3) THE CONTRACTOR MAY ADD APPLICABLE LOCAL AND STATE GROSS RECEIPTS

CHANGE IN CONTRACT TIME:  THE CONTRACTOR EXPRESSLY COVENANTS AND AGREES THAT IN 

UNDERTAKING TO COMPLETE THE WORK AND HAVING MADE ALLOWANCES FOR ALL OF THE 

ORDINARY DELAYS AND HINDRANCES INCIDENT TO SUCH WORK WHETHER GROWING OUT OF 

DELAYS IN SECURING MATERIALS, WORKMEN OR OTHERWISE.   SHOULD THE CONTRACTOR, 

HOWEVER, BE DELAYED IN THE PROSECUTION AND COMPLETION OF THE WORK BY REASON OF 

DELAYED SHIPMENT ORDERS, OR BY ANY CHANGES, ADDITIONS OR OMISSIONS THEREIN ORDERED 

IN WRITING BY THE OWNER OR BY THE ABANDONMENT OF THE WORK BY MEN ENGAGED HEREON 

THROUGH NO FAULT OF THE CONTRACTOR OR BY EMBARGOES, ETC. WHICH WOULD EFFECT THE 

FABRICATION OR DELIVERY OF MATERIALS AND/OR EQUIPMENT TO THE WORK,  OR BY DELAYS 

CAUSED BY COURT PROCEEDINGS, OR WEATHER,  THE CONTRACTOR SHALL HAVE NO CLAIMS FOR 

DAMAGES FOR ANY CAUSE OR DELAY, BUT HE SHALL IN SUCH CASES, BE ENTITLED TO SUCH 

EXTENSION OF THE TIME SPECIFIED FOR THE COMPLETION OF THE WORK AS THE OWNER SHALL 

AWARD IN WRITING ON ACCOUNT OF SUCH DELAYS,  PROVIDED HOWEVER, THAT CLAIM FOR SUCH 

EXTENSION OF TIME IS MADE BY THE CONTRACTOR TO THE OWNER IN WRITING WITHIN ONE WEEK 

FROM THE TIME WHEN ANY SUCH ALLEGED CAUSE FOR DELAY SHALL OCCUR. 

 

SUSPENSION OF WORK:  THE OWNER MAY AT ANY TIME SUSPEND THE WORK OR ANY PART 

THEREOF FOR A PERIOD NOT TO EXCEED NINETY (90) DAYS BY NOTICE TO THE CONTRACTOR IN 

WRITING.  THE WORK SHALL BE RESUMED BY THE CONTRACTOR WITHIN TEN (10) DAYS AFTER THE 

DATE FIXED IN THE WRITTEN NOTICE FROM THE OWNER TO THE CONTRACTOR TO DO SO. 
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BUT IF THE WORK, OR ANY PART THEREOF, SHALL BE STOPPED BY THE NOTICE IN WRITING 

AFORESAID, AND IF THE OWNER DOES NOT GIVE NOTICE IN WRITING TO THE CONTRACTOR TO 

RESUME WORK AT A DATE WITHIN NINETY (90) DAYS OF THE DATE FIXED IN THE WRITTEN NOTICE 

TO SUSPEND, THEN THE CONTRACTOR MAY ABANDON THAT PORTION OF THE WORK SO 

SUSPENDED, AND HE WILL BE ENTITLED TO THE ESTIMATE AND PAYMENTS FOR ALL WORK DONE 

ON THE PORTIONS SO ABANDONED. 

 

OWNER'S RIGHT TO DO WORK:  IF THE CONTRACTOR SHOULD NEGLECT TO PERFORM THE WORK 

PROPERLY OR FAIL TO PERFORM ANY PROVISION OF THIS CONTRACT, THE OWNER MAY, WITHOUT 

PREJUDICE TO ANY OTHER REMEDY, MAKE GOOD SUCH DEFICIENCIES AND DEDUCT THE COST 

THEREOF FROM THE PAYMENT THEN OR THEREAFTER DUE THE CONTRACTOR. 

 

FINAL EXAMINATION AND ACCEPTANCES: AFTER CONTRACTOR HAS COMPLETED ALL WORK TO 

THE SATISFACTION OF OWNER AND DELIVERED ALL MAINTENANCE AND OPERATING 

INSTRUCTION, SCHEDULES, GUARANTEES, BONDS, CERTIFICATES OF INSPECTION, AS-BUILT PLANS 

AND OTHER DOCUMENTS HE MAY MAKE APPLICATION FOR FINAL PAYMENT FOLLOWING THE 

PROCEDURE FOR PROGRESS PAYMENTS. THE FINAL APPLICATION FOR PAYMENT SHALL BE 

ACCOMPANIED BY SUCH DATA AND SCHEDULES AS OWNER MAY REASONABLY REQUIRE, 

TOGETHER WITH COMPLETE AND LEGALLY EFFECTIVE RELEASES OR WAIVERS (SATISFACTORY TO 

OWNER) OF ALL LIENS ARISING OUT OF THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND THE LABOR AND 

SERVICES PERFORMED AND THE MATERIAL AND EQUIPMENT FURNISHED. CONTRACTOR MUST 

ALSO FURNISH THE AFFIDAVITT OF WAGES PAID FOR HIMSELF AND ALL SUBCONTRACTORS 

TO THE CITY OF GALLUP (OWNER) PRIOR TO FINAL PAYMENT BEING RELEASED. 

ALTERNATELY, AND AS APPROVED BY OWNER, CONTRACTOR MAY FURNISH RECEIPTS OR 

RELEASES IN FULL; AN AFFIDAVIT OF CONTRACTOR THAT THE RELEASES AND RECEIPTS INCLUDE 

ALL LABOR, SERVICES, MATERIAL, AND EQUIPMENT FOR WHICH A LIEN COULD BE FILED, AND 

THAT ALL PAYROLLS, MATERIAL, AND EQUIPMENT BILLS, AND OTHER INDEBTEDNESS CONNECTED 

WITH THE WORK FOR WHICH OWNER OR HIS PROPERTY MIGHT IN ANY WAY BE RESPONSIBLE,

EVIDENCE, TO SUCH EXTENT ANY MAY BE NECESSARY TO PROTECT HIMSELF FROM LOSS ON

C.  FAILURE OF THE CONTRACTOR TO MAKE PAYMENTS PROPERLY TO SUBCONTRACTORS OR FOR       

MATERIAL OR LABOR. 
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D.  A REASONABLE DOUBT THAT THE CONTRACT CAN BE COMPLETED FOR THE UNPAID PORTION 

OF THE CONTRACT AMOUNT. 

 

E.  DAMAGE TO ANOTHER CONTRACTOR. 

 

F.  ANY OTHER VIOLATION OF, OR FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THIS CONTRACT. 

 

WHEN THE ABOVE GROUNDS ARE REMOVED, PAYMENT SHALL BE MADE FOR AMOUNTS WITHHELD 

BECAUSE OF THEM. 

 

CHARGES FOR ADDITIONAL INSPECTIONS: SHOULD COMPETION OF THE WORK EXTEND BEYOND 

THE TIME ALLOWED BY THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS OR SUPPLEMENTS THERETO, IT IS EXPRESSLY 

UNDERSTOOD THAT IN ADDITON TO ANY OTHER PENALTY OR DAMAGE SUFFERED BY THE OWNER,

THE ACCOUNT AND AT THE EXPENSE OF THE CONTRACTOR.  THE CONTRACTOR AND HIS SURETY 

SHALL BE LIABLE TO THE OWNER FOR ANY EXCESS COST OCCASIONED THE OWNER THEREBY, AND 

IN SUCH EVENT THE OWNER MAY TAKE POSSESSION OF AND UTILIZE IN COMPLETING THE WORK 

SUCH MATERIALS, APPLIANCES AND PLANT AS MAY BE ON THE SITE OF THE WORK AND

FOR CONVENIENCE IN THE TIME SPECIFIED IN THE WRITTEN NOTICE. UPON RECEIPT OF WRITTEN 

NOTICE, CONTRACTOR SHALL INCUR NO FURTHER OBLIGATIONS IN CONNECTION WITH THE 

TERMINATED WORK AND ON THE DATE SET IN THE NOTICE OF TERMINATION CONTRACTOR SHALL 

STOP WORK TO THE EXTENT SPECIFIED. CONTRACTOR ALSO SHALL TERMINATE OUTSTANDING 

ORDERS AND SUBCONTRACTS AS THEY RELATE TO THE TERMINATED WORK. ALL FINISHED OR

Shall include all labor, materials, equipment and incidentals required for the Contractor to 

mobilize prior to initiation of project construction work at the Site and demobilize after project 

completion. Measurement for payment of mobilization and demobilization costs, as shown on 

the Bid Schedule, shall be on a lump sum basis, with the cost not exceeding 5 percent of the 

Total Base Bid amount. Payment of the lump sum price of Bid Item No. 1 shall be full 

compensation for all costs associated with Mobilization, Demobilization, and Project 

Administration. 

 

Payment for the Mobilization, Demobilization, and Project Administration shall be on a Lump 

Sum basis as noted in the Bid Schedule.

Shall include all labor, materials, equipment, testing, and incidentals required to demolish

1.4 MEASUREMENT

Documents, including specifications and Drawings, and shall include items not specifically 

defined but required for completion of that portion of the work.

1.5 PAYMENT

B. The work under each bid item shall be broken down into multiple subtasks with dollar amounts 

assigned on the Schedule of Values. Payment for the work of each Lump Sum Bid Item shall be 

made on a percentage of the Lump Sum price bid for this item. The percentage for payment for 

each Lump Sum Bid Item will be based on the work of the Lump Sum Bid Item completed, and 

acceptable to the Owner, to the date of the individual request for payment, in comparison to all 

the work required to be done under each Lump Sum Bid Item; less any previous payments for 

the Lump Sum Bid Item. 

 

1.6 NON-PAYMENT FOR REJECTED PRODUCTS 

 

A. Payment will not be made for any of the following: 

 

1. Products wasted or disposed of in a manner that is not acceptable. 

 

2. Products determined as unacceptable before or after placement. 
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3. Products not completely unloaded from the transporting vehicle. 

 

4. Products placed beyond the lines and levels of the required work. 

 

5. Products remaining on hand after completion of the work. 

 

6. Loading, hauling, and disposing of rejected Products.

CONTROL OF WORK

PART 1  GENERAL 
 

1.1 PLANT 
 

A. Furnish plant and equipment which will be efficient, appropriate and large enough to secure a 

satisfactory quality of work and a rate of progress which will ensure the completion of the work 

within the Contract Time. If at any time such plant appears to be inefficient, inappropriate or 

insufficient for securing the quality of work required or for producing the rate of progress 

aforesaid, Owner may order the Contractor to increase the efficiency, change the character or 

increase the plant equipment and the Contractor shall conform to such order. Failure of the 

Owner to give such order shall in no way relieve the Contractor of his obligations to secure the 

quality of the work and rate of progress required. 
 

1.2 PRIVATE LAND 
 

A. Do not enter or occupy private land outside of easements, except by permission of the land 

owner. 
 

1.3 PIPE LOCATIONS 
 

A. Locate pipelines substantially as indicated on the Drawings. The Owner reserves the right to 

make such modifications in locations as may be found desirable to avoid interference with 

existing structures or for other reasons. Where fittings are noted on the Drawings, such notation 

is for the Contractor's convenience and does not relieve him from laying and jointing different 

or additional items where required. 
 

1.4 OPEN EXCAVATIONS 
 

A. Adequately safeguard all open excavations by providing temporary barricades, caution signs, 

lights and other means to prevent accidents to persons and damage to property. Provide suitable 

and safe bridges and other crossings for accommodating travel by pedestrians and workmen. 

Remove bridges provided for access during construction when no longer required. The length or 

size of excavation will be controlled by the particular surrounding conditions, but shall always 

be confined to the limits prescribed by the Owner. If the excavation becomes a hazard, or if it 

excessively restricts traffic at any point, the Owner may require special construction procedures 

such as limiting the length of the open trench, prohibiting stacking excavated material in the 

street and requiring that the trench shall not remain open overnight. 
 

B. Take precautions to prevent injury to the public due to open trenches. Provide adequate light at 

all trenches, excavated material, equipment, or other obstacles which could be dangerous to the 

public at night. 
 

1.5 TEST PITS 
 

A. Excavate test pits, at the direction of the Owner, to locate underground pipelines or structures 
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in advance of the construction. Backfill test pits immediately after their purpose has been 

satisfied and restore and maintain the surface in a manner satisfactory to the Owner. 
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1.6 MAINTENANCE OF TRAFFIC 
 

A. Unless permission to close a street is received in writing from the proper authority, place all 

excavated material so that vehicular and pedestrian traffic may be maintained at all times. If the 

construction operations cause traffic hazards, repair the road surface, provide temporary ways, 

erect wheel guards or fences, or take other measures for safety satisfactory to the Owner. 
 

B. Detours around construction will be subject to the approval of the Owner and the Owner. 

Where detours are permitted, provide all necessary barricades and signs as required to divert the 

flow of traffic. Expedite construction operations while traffic is detoured. Periods when traffic 

is being detoured will be strictly controlled by the Owner. 
 

C. Take precautions to prevent injury to the public due to open trenches. Night watchmen may be 

required where special hazards exist, or police protection provided for traffic while work is in 

progress. Be fully responsible for damage or injuries whether or not police protection has been 

provided. 
 

1.7 CARE AND PROTECTION OF PROPERTY 
 

A. Be responsible for the preservation of all public and private property and use every precaution 

necessary to prevent damage thereto. If any direct or indirect damage is done to public or 

private property by or on account of any act, omission, neglect, or misconduct in the execution 

of the work on the part of the Contractor, restore such property to a condition similar or equal to 

that existing before the damage was done, or make good the damage in other manner acceptable 

to the Owner. 
 

1.8 PROTECTION AND RELOCATION OF EXISTING STRUCTURES AND UTILITIES 
 

A. Assume full responsibility for the protection of all buildings, structures, and utilities, public or 

private, including poles, signs, services to buildings, utilities in the street, gas pipes, water 

pipes, hydrants, sewers, drains and electric and telephone cables, whether or not they are shown 

on the Drawings. Carefully support and protect all such structures and utilities from injury of 

any kind. Immediately repair any damage resulting from the construction operations. 
 

B. The Contractor, shall bear full responsibility for obtaining all locations of underground 

structures and utilities (including existing water services, drain lines and sewers). Maintain 

services to buildings and pay costs or charges resulting from damage thereto. 
 

C. Notify all utility companies in writing at least 72 hours (excluding Saturdays, Sundays and 

Legal holidays) before excavating in any public way. Also, notify New Mexico One-Call at 

least 7 days hours prior to start of work. 
 

D. If permanent relocation of a utility owned by the City of Gallup is required, the Owner may 

direct the Contractor, in writing, to perform the work. Work so ordered will be paid for at the 

Contract unit prices. If relocation of a privately-owned utility is required, the Owner will notify 

the Utility to perform the work as expeditiously as possible. Cooperate with the City of Gallup 

and Utility. No claim for delay will be allowed due to such relocation. 
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1.9 WATER FOR CONSTRUCTION PURPOSES 
 

A. In locations where public water supply is available, the Contractor may be allowed to use water 

without charge for construction purposes. 
 

B. The express approval of the Owner shall be obtained before water is used. Waste of water shall 

be sufficient cause for withdrawing the privilege of unrestricted use. Hydrants shall only be 

operated under the supervision of the Owner's personnel. 
 

1.10 MAINTENANCE OF FLOW 
 

A. Provide for the flow of sewers, drains and water courses interrupted during the progress of the 

work, and immediately cart away and remove all offensive matter. Discuss the entire procedure 

of maintaining existing flow with the Owner well in advance of the interruption of any flow. 
 

1.11 COOPERATION WITHIN THIS CONTRACT 
 

A. All firms or persons authorized to perform any work under this Contract shall cooperate with 

Contractor and Subcontractors or trades and assist in incorporating the work of other trades 

where necessary or required. 
 

B. Cutting and patching, drilling and fitting shall be carried out where required by the trade or 

subcontractor having jurisdiction, unless otherwise indicated herein or directed by the Owner. 
 

1.12 CLEANUP AND DISPOSAL OF EXCESS MATERIAL 
 

A. During the course of the work, keep the site of operations as clean and neat as possible. Dispose 

of all residue resulting from the construction work and, at the conclusion of the work, remove 

and haul away any surplus excavation, broken pavement, lumber, equipment, temporary 

structures and any other refuse remaining from the construction operations and leave the entire 

site of the work in a neat and orderly condition. 
 

B. In order to prevent environmental pollution arising from the construction activities related to the 

performance of this Contract, comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws and 

regulations concerning waste material disposal, as well as the specific requirements stated in 

this Section and in other related sections. 
 

C. Disposal of excess excavated material in wetlands, stream corridors and plains is strictly 

prohibited even if the permission of the property owner is obtained. Any violation of this 

restriction by the Contractor or any person employed by him will be brought to the immediate 

attention of the responsible regulatory agencies, with a request that appropriate action be taken 

against the offending parties. The Contractor will be required to remove the fill and restore the 

area impacted at no increase in the Contract Price.

ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION PROCEDURES 

     FORMAL BID NO. 2006 

 

PART 1  GENERAL 

 

1.1 SCOPE OF WORK 

 

A. Furnish all labor, materials and equipment and perform all work required for the prevention of 

environmental pollution in conformance with applicable laws and regulations, during and as the 

result of construction operations under this Contract. For the purpose of this Section, 

environmental pollution is defined as the presence of chemical, physical, or biological elements 

or agents which adversely affect human health or welfare; unfavorably alter ecological balances 

of importance to human life; affect other species of importance to man; or degrade the utility of 

the environment for aesthetic and/or recreational purposes. 

 

B. The control of environmental pollution requires consideration of air, water and land, and 

involves management of noise and solid waste, as well as other pollutants. 

 

C. Schedule and conduct all work in a manner that will minimize the erosion of soils in the area of 

the work. Provide erosion control measures such as diversion channels, sedimentation or 

filtration systems, berms, staked hay bales, seeding, mulching or other special surface 

treatments as are required to prevent silting and muddying of streams, rivers, impoundments, 

lakes, etc. All erosion control measures shall be in place in an area prior to any construction 

activity in that area. 

 

D. All phases of sedimentation and erosion control shall comply with and be subject to the 

approval of the Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) (refer to Section 02120 - 

Temporary Water Pollution and Erosion Control). 

 

1.2 APPLICABLE REGULATIONS 

 

A. Comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws and regulations concerning 

environmental pollution control and abatement.

PART 3  EXECUTIONS 

3.1 EROSION CONTROL 

 

A. Provide positive means of erosion control such as shallow ditches around construction to carry 

off surface water.  Erosion control measures, such as siltation basins, hay check dams, 

mulching, jute netting and other equivalent techniques, shall be used as appropriate, as provided 

in the Contractor’s SWPPP. 

 

3.2 PROTECTION OF STREAMS, SURFACE WATERS AND GROUNDWATER 

 

A. Take all precautions to prevent, or reduce to a minimum, any damage to any stream or surface 
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water from pollution by debris, sediment or other material, or from the manipulation of 

equipment and/or materials in or near such streams. 

 

B. Take all preventative measures to avoid spillage of petroleum products and other pollutants. In 

the event of a spill, prompt remedial action shall be taken. 

 

3.3 GROUNDWATER PROTECTION 

 

A. Take special measures to prevent harmful substances from entering groundwater. 

 

B. Prevent disposal of wastes, effluents, chemicals or other such substances adjacent to streams or 

into sanitary or storm sewers. 

 

3.4 PROTECTION OF LAND RESOURCES 

 

A. Confine all construction activities to areas shown on the Drawings. 

 

B. Outside of areas requiring earthwork for the construction of the new facilities, do not deface, 

injure, or destroy trees or shrubs, nor remove or cut them without prior approval. No ropes, 

cables, or guys shall be fastened to or attached to any existing nearby trees for anchorage unless 

specifically authorized by the Owner. 

 

3.5 PROTECTION OF AIR QUALITY 

 

A. Burning - The use of burning at the project site for the disposal of refuse and debris will not be 

permitted. 

 

B. Dust Control - Maintain all excavations, embankment, stockpiles, access roads, plant sites, 

waste areas, borrow areas and all other work areas within or without the project boundaries free 

from dust which could cause the standards for air pollution to be exceeded and which would 

cause a hazard or nuisance to others. 

 

C. An approved method of stabilization consisting of sprinkling or other similar methods will be 

permitted to control dust. The use of petroleum products is prohibited. The use of chlorides 

may be used. 

 

D. Dust control shall be performed as the work proceeds and whenever a dust nuisance or hazard 

occurs, as determined by the Owner. 

 

3.6 NOISE CONTROL 

 

A. Make every effort to minimize noises caused by the construction operations. Equipment shall 

be equipped with silencers or mufflers designed to operate with the least possible noise in 

compliance with Federal, State and local regulations. 

 

3.7 RODENT AND PEST CONTROL 

 

A. As found necessary during construction. 

 

3.8 DEBRIS CONTROL 

 

A. Maintain all areas under Contractor's control free of extraneous debris. 
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B. Initiate and maintain a specific program to prevent accumulation of debris at construction site, 

storage and parking areas or along access roads and haul routes. 

 

1. Provide containers for deposit of debris as specified in Section 01710 - Cleaning. 

 

2. Prohibit overloading of trucks to prevent spillages on access and haul routes. 

 

3. Provide periodic inspection of traffic areas to enforce requirements. 

 

C. Periodic Debris Collection: 

 

1. Schedule periodic collection and disposal of debris as specified in Section 01710 - 

Cleaning. 

 

2. Provide additional collections and disposals of debris whenever the periodic schedule is 

inadequate to prevent accumulation.

PART 1  GENERAL 
 

1.1 PRE-CONSTRUCTION CONFERENCE 

 

A. A mandatory pre-construction conference will be held between the Contractor, and the Owner, 

and to review the Contractor's proposed methods of complying with the requirements of the 

Contract Documents. 

 

B. Contractor will be notified of the time, date and place where the pre-construction conference 

will be held. 

 

C. Contractor will prepare Primary Critical Path Project Schedule in accordance with Section 

01310 (Progress Schedules) prior to pre-construction meeting. 

 
 

1.2 COORDINATION MEETINGS 

 

A. Hold project coordination meetings (monthly or more frequently, when requested by the 

Owner). The meetings shall be scheduled and chaired by the Contractor's Project Manager if 

any; otherwise, by the Contractor's Resident Superintendent. The Chairman is hereby assigned 

the duty and given the authority to request representation (at each meeting) by every entity 

currently involved in coordination or planning of coordination for the work; including 

invitations to the Owner, Owner, separate contractors, subcontractors, governing authorities, 

insurers and similar responsible entities having an interest or expertise in the coordination. 

Conduct meetings in a manner which will resolve coordination problems. Record results of 

meetings and distribute copies to everyone in attendance, the Owner and to others affected by 

the decisions or actions resulting from each meeting. 

 

1.3 PROGRESS MEETINGS 

 

A. In addition to other regular project meetings for other purposes, hold general progress meetings 

once each month with times coordinated with preparation of payment requests. Require every 

entity then involved in the planning, coordination or performance of work to be properly 

represented at each meeting. Include (when applicable) the Owner, Owner, consultants, 

separate contractors (if any), principal subcontractors, suppliers/manufacturers/fabricators, 

governing authorities, insurers, special supervisory personnel and others with an interest or 

expertise in the progress of the work. Review each entity's present and future needs including 

interface requirements, time, sequence, deliveries, access, site utilization, temporary facilities 

and services, hours of work, hazards and risks, housekeeping, change orders and documentation 

of information for payment requests. Discuss whether each element of current work is ahead of 

schedule, on time, or behind time in relation with the updated progress schedule.  Determine 

how behind-time work will be expedited and secure commitments from the entities involved in 

doing so. Discuss whether schedule revisions are required to ensure that current work and 

subsequent work will be completed within the Contract Time. Review everything of 

significance which could affect the progress of the work. 
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B. Within three days after each progress meeting date, distribute copies of the minutes-of-the- 

meeting to each entity present and to others who should have been present. Prepare and include 

in distribution, and have available for other distribution including copies with payment request, 

brief summary (in narrative form) of the progress of the work since previous meeting and 

report. 

 

C. Immediately following each progress meeting where revisions to the Progress Schedule/Critical 

Path Schedule have been made or recognized (regardless of whether agreed to by each entity 

represented), revise the Schedule. Reissue revised Schedule concurrently with report of each 

meeting, unless extensive revisions require a longer revision period, but in any case, reissue 

within ten days after meeting. At intervals matching the preparation of payment requests, revise 

and reissue the Schedule to show actual progress of the work in relation to the latest revision of 

the Schedule.

PART 1  GENERAL 
 

1.1 DESCRIPTION OF REQUIREMENTS 

 

A. This Section specifies the general methods and requirements of submissions applicable to the 

following work-related submittals: Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples, Construction 

Photographs, and Construction or Submittal Schedules. Detailed submittal requirements will be 

specified in the technical specifications sections. 

 

B. All submittals shall be clearly identified by reference to Specification Section, Paragraph, 

Drawing Number or Detail as applicable. Submittals shall be clear and legible and of sufficient 

size for sufficient presentation of data. 

 

1.2 SHOP DRAWINGS, PRODUCT DATA, SAMPLES 

 

A. Shop Drawings 

 

1. Shop drawings, as specified in individual work Sections include, but are not necessarily 

limited to, custom-prepared data such as fabrication and erection/installation (working) 

drawings, scheduled information, setting diagrams, actual shopwork manufacturing 

instructions, custom templates, special wiring diagrams, coordination drawings, individual 

system or equipment inspection and test reports including performance curves and 

certifications, as applicable to the Work. 

 

2. All shop drawings submitted by subcontractors for approval shall be sent directly to the 

Contractor for checking. The Contractor shall be responsible for their submission at the 

proper time so as to prevent delays in delivery of materials. 

 

3. The Contractor shall check all subcontractors’ shop drawings regarding measurements, size 

of members, materials and details to satisfy himself/herself that the submittals conform to 

the intent of the Drawings and Specifications. Shop drawings found to be inaccurate or 

otherwise in error shall be returned to the subcontractor for correction before submission 

thereof. 

 

4. All details on shop drawings submitted for approval shall show clearly the relation of the 

various parts to the main members and lines of the structure and where correct fabrication 

of the work depends upon field measurements; such measurements shall be made and 

noted on the drawings before being submitted for approval. 

 

5. Submittals for equipment specified under Divisions 10, 11, 13, 15 and 16 shall include a 

listing of all installations where identical or similar equipment has been installed and been 

in operation for a period of at least one year. 

 

B. Product Data 

 

1. Product data as specified in individual Sections, include, but are not necessarily limited to, 

standard prepared data for manufactured products (sometimes referred to as catalog data), 
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such as the manufacturer’s product specification and installation instructions, availability 
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of colors and patterns, manufacturer’s printed statements of compliances and applicability, 

roughing-in diagrams and templates, catalog cuts, product photographs, standard wiring 

diagrams, printed performance curves and operational-range diagrams, production or 

quality control inspection and test reports and certifications, mill reports, product operating 

maintenance instructions and recommended spare-parts listing and printed product 

warranties, as applicable to the Work. 

 

C. Samples 

 

1. Samples specified in individual Sections, include, but are not necessarily limited to, 

physical examples of the work such as sections of manufacture or fabricated work, small 

cuts or containers of materials, complete units of repetitively-used products, 

color/texture/pattern swatches and range sets, specimens for coordination of visual effect, 

graphic symbols and units of work to be used by the Owner or Owner for independent 

inspection and testing, as applicable to the Work. 

 

1.3 Contractor’s Responsibilities 

 

A. The Contractor shall review shop drawings, product data and samples, including those by 

subcontractors, prior to submission to determine and verify the following: 

 

1. Field measurements 

 

2. Field construction criteria 

 

3. Catalog numbers and similar data 

 

4. Conformance with the Specifications 

 

B. Each shop drawing, sample and product data submitted by the Contractor shall have affixed to it 

the following Certification Statement including the Contractor’s Company name and signed by 

the Contractor: “Certification Statement: by this submittal, I hereby represent that I have 

determined and verified all field measurements, field construction criteria, materials, 

dimensions, catalog numbers and similar data and I have checked and coordinated each item 

with other applicable approved shop drawings and all Contract requirements.” Shop drawings 

and product data sheets 11-in x 17-in and smaller shall be bound together in an orderly fashion 

and bear the above Certification Statement on the cover sheet. The cover sheet shall fully 

describe the packaged data and include a listing of all items within the package. Provide to the 

Resident Project Representative a copy of each submittal transmittal sheet for shop drawings, 

product data and samples at the time of submittal of said drawings, product data and samples to 

the Owner. 

 

C. The Contractor shall utilize a 10-character submittal identification numbering system in the 

following manner: 

 

1. The first character shall be a D, S, P, M, or R, which represents Shop/Working Drawing 

and other Product Data (D), Sample (S), Preliminary Submittal (P), Operating/Maintenance 

Manual (M), or Request for Information (R). 

 

2. The next five digits shall be the applicable Specification Section Number.

3. The next three digits shall be the numbers 001 to 999 to sequentially number each initial 

separate item or drawing submitted under each specific Section number. 

 

4. The last character shall be a letter, A to Z, indicating the submission, or resubmission of 

the same Drawing, i.e., “A=1st submission, B=2nd submission, C=3rd submission, etc. A 

typical submittal number would be as follows:

Where: D. = Shop Drawing 

03300 = Specification Section for Concrete 

008 = The eighth initial submittal under this specification section 

B. = The second submission (first resubmission) of that particular shop drawing 

 

D. Notify the Owner in writing, at the time of submittal, of any deviations in the submittals from 

the requirements of the Contract Documents. 

 

E. The review and approval of shop drawings, samples or product data by the Owner shall not 

relieve the Contractor from his/her responsibility with regard to the fulfillment of the terms of 

the Contract. All risks of error and omission are assumed by the Contractor and the Owner will 

have no responsibility therefore. 

 

F. No portion of the work requiring a shop drawing, sample, or product data shall be started nor 

shall any materials be fabricated or installed prior to the approval or qualified approval of such 

item. Fabrication performed, materials purchased or on-site construction accomplished which 

does not conform to approved shop drawings and data shall be at the Contractor’s risk. The 

Owner will not be liable for any expense or delay due to corrections or remedies required to 

accomplish conformity. 

 

G. Project work, materials, fabrication, and installation shall conform to approved shop drawings, 

applicable samples, and product data. 

 

1.4 SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS 

 

A. Make submittals promptly in accordance with approved schedule and in such sequence as to 

cause no delay in the Work or in the work of any other Contractor. 

 

B. Each submittal, appropriately coded, will be returned within 20 working days following receipt 

of submittal by the Owner. 

 

C. Number of submittals required: 

 

1. Shop Drawings as defined in Paragraph 1.02 A:  Five copies. 

 

2. Product Data as defined in Paragraph 1.02 B:  Five copies. 

 

3. Samples:  Submit the number stated in the respective Specification Sections. 

 

D. Submittals shall contain: 

 

1. The date of submission and the dates of any previous submissions. 
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2. The Project title and number. 

 

3. Contractor identification. 

 

4. The names of: 

a. Contractor 

b. Supplier 

c. Manufacturer 
 

5. Identification of the product, with the specification section number, page and paragraph(s). 

 

6. Field dimensions, clearly identified as such. 

 

7. Relation to adjacent or critical features of the Work or materials. 

 

8. Applicable standards, such as ASTM or Federal Specification numbers. 

 

9. Identification of deviations from Contract Documents. 

 

10. Identification of revisions on resubmittals. 

 

11. A blank space suitably sized for Contractor and Owner stamps. 

 

1.5 REVIEW OF SHOP DRAWINGS, PRODUCT DATA, WORKING DRAWINGS AND 

SAMPLES 

 

A. The review of shop drawings, data and samples will be for general conformance with the design 

concept and Contract Documents.  They shall not be construed: 

 

1. as permitting any departure from the Contract requirements; 

 

2. as relieving the Contractor of responsibility for any errors, including details, dimensions, 

and materials; 

 

3. as approving departures from details furnished by the Owner, except as otherwise 

provided herein. 

 

B. The Contractor remains responsible for details and accuracy, for coordinating the work with all 

other associated work and trades, for selecting fabrication processes, for techniques of 

assembly, and for performing work in a safe manner. 

 

C. If the shop drawings, data or samples as submitted describe variations and show a departure 

from the Contract requirements which Owner finds to be in the interest of the Owner and to 

be so minor as to not involve a change in Contract Price or time for performance, the Owner 

may return the reviewed drawings without noting an exception. 

 

D. Submittals will be returned to the Contractor under one of the following codes. 
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Code 1 -  “APPROVED” is assigned when there are no notations or comments on the submittal. 

When returned under this code the Contractor may release the equipment and/or 

material for manufacture. 

 

Code 2 - “APPROVED AS NOTED”. This code is assigned when a confirmation of the 

notations and comments IS NOT required by the Contractor. The Contractor may 

release the equipment or material for manufacture; however, all notations and 

comments must be incorporated into the final product. 

 

Code 3 - “APPROVED AS NOTED/CONFIRM”. This combination of codes is assigned when 

a confirmation of the notations and comments IS required by the Contractor. The 

Contractor may release the equipment or material for manufacture; however, all 

notations and comments must be incorporated into the final product.  This 

confirmation shall specifically address each omission and nonconforming item that 

was noted. Confirmation is to be received by the Owner within 15 calendar days of 

the date of the Owner’s transmittal requiring the confirmation. 

 

Code 4 - “APPROVED AS NOTED/RESUBMIT”.  This combination of codes is assigned 

when notations and comments are extensive enough to require a resubmittal of the 

package. The Contractor may release the equipment or material for manufacture; 

however, all notations and comments must be incorporated into the final product. 

This resubmittal is to address all comments, omissions and non-conforming items that 

were noted. Resubmittal is to be received by the Owner within 15 calendar days of 

the date of the Owner’s transmittal requiring the resubmittal. 

 

Code 5 - "NOT APPROVED" is assigned when the submittal does not meet the intent of the 

Contract Documents. The Contractor must resubmit the entire package revised to 

bring the submittal into conformance. It may be necessary to resubmit using a 

different manufacturer/vendor to meet the Contract Documents. 

 

Code 6 - "COMMENTS ATTACHED" is assigned where there are comments attached to the 

returned submittal, which provide additional data to aid the Contractor. 

 

Code 7 - “RECEIPT ACKNOWLEDGED” is assigned to submittals that are required but are 

not subject to Owner’s review or approval. 

 

Codes 1 through 5 designate the status of the reviewed submittal with Code 6 showing there has 

been an attachment of additional data. 

E. Resubmittals will be handled in the same manner as first submittals. On resubmittals the 

Contractor shall direct specific attention, in writing on the letter of transmittal and on 

resubmitted shop drawings by use of revision triangles or other similar methods, to revisions 

other than the corrections requested by the Owner, on previous submissions. Any such 

revisions which are not clearly identified shall be made at the risk of the Contractor. The 

Contractor shall make corrections to any work done because of this type revision that is not in 

accordance to the Contract Documents as may be required by the Owner. 

 

F. Partial submittals may not be reviewed. The Owner will be the only judge as to the 

completeness of a submittal. Submittals not complete will be returned to the Contractor and 

will be considered "Not Approved" until resubmitted. The Owner may at his/her option, 

provide a list or mark the submittal directing the Contractor to the areas that are incomplete. 
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G. Repetitive Review 

 

1. Shop drawings and other submittals will be reviewed no more than twice at the Owner's 

expense. All subsequent reviews will be performed at times convenient to the Owner 

and at the Contractor's expense, based on the Owner's then prevailing rates. The 

Contractor shall reimburse the Owner for all such fees invoiced to the Owner by the 

Owner.  Submittals are required until approved. 

2. Any need for more than one resubmission, or any other delay in obtaining Owner's 

review of submittals, will not entitle Contractor to extension of the Contract Time. 

 

H. If the Contractor considers any correction indicated on the shop drawings to constitute a change 

to the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall give written notice thereof to the Owner at 

least seven working days prior to release for manufacture. 

 

I. When the shop drawings have been completed to the satisfaction of the Owner, the Contractor 

shall carry out the construction in accordance therewith and shall make no further changes 

therein except upon written instructions from the Owner. 

1.6 DISTRIBUTION 

A. Distribute reproductions of approved shop drawings and copies of approved product data and 

samples, where required, to the job site file and elsewhere as directed by the Owner. Number of 

copies shall be as directed by the Owner but shall not exceed four. 

 

1.7 SCHEDULES 

 

A. Provide all schedules required by the Supplemental Technical Specifications. 

 

1.8 PROFESSIONAL Owner (P.E.) CERTIFICATION FORM 

 

A. If specifically required in other Sections of these Specifications, the Contractor shall submit a 

P.E. Certification for each item required, in the form attached to this Section, completely filled 

in and stamped. 

 

1.9 GENERAL PROCEDURES FOR SUBMITTALS 

 

A. Coordination of Submittal Times: Prepare and transmit each submittal sufficiently in advance of 

performing the related work or other applicable activities, or within the time specified in the 

individual work sections, of the Specifications, so that the installation will not be delayed by 

processing times including disapproval and resubmittal (if required), coordination with other 

submittals, testing, purchasing, fabrication, delivery and similar sequenced activities. No 

extension of time will be authorized because of the Contractor's failure to transmit submittals 

sufficiently in advance of the Work.

2. Copies of test reports upon completion of specified shop, performance and acceptance 

tests. Test reports shall incorporate the information provided in the test procedures 

submittals modified to reflect actual conduct of the tests and the following additional 

information: 

a. Summary comparison of specified test and performance requirements vs. actual test 
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results. 
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b. Should actual test results fail to meet specified test and performance requirements, 

describe action to be taken prior to re-testing of equipment. 

 

3. Copies of the manufacturer’s field service technician’s report summarizing the results of 

his/her initial inspection, operation, adjustment and pre-tests. The report shall include 

detailed descriptions and tabulations of the points inspected, tests and adjustments made, 

quantitative results obtained, suggestions for precautions to be taken to ensure proper 

maintenance, and the equipment supplier’s Certificate of Installation in the format 

specified herein.

Building shall be 

provided with adequate ventilation to prevent condensation. Maintain temperature and 

humidity within range required by manufacturer. 

 

1. All equipment shall be stored fully lubricated with oil, grease and other 

lubricants unless otherwise instructed by the manufacturer. 

 

2. Moving parts shall be rotated a minimum of once weekly to ensure proper 

lubrication and to avoid metal-to-metal "welding". Upon installation of the 

equipment, the Contractor shall start the equipment, at least half load, once weekly 

for an adequate period of time to ensure that the equipment does not deteriorate 

from lack of use. 

 

3. Lubricants shall be changed upon completion of installation and as frequently as 

required thereafter during the period between installation and acceptance. New 

lubricants shall be put into the equipment at the time of acceptance. 

 

4. Prior to acceptance of the equipment, the Contractor shall have the manufacturer

G. Disclaimers and Limitations: Manufacturer's disclaimers and limitations on product 

warranties do not relieve the Contractor of the warranty on the work that incorporates the 

products, nor does it relieve suppliers, manufacturers and subcontractors required to 

countersign special warranties with the Contractor.
